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Zandspruit takes off

HOEDSPRUIT - “Three years
ago Zandspruit was merely a
dream — today we are here to
witness the realization of that
dream with the official opening
of the first Bush & Aero Estate
of its kind in the world.

“‘Our vision is to place Zandspruit
at the top of the pile in terms
of returns, good management
and a carefree lifestyle. We are
striving to make Zandspruit
the most sought after address
in Hoedspruit and in fact, the
Lowveld!” elaborates Martin.
While Phase 1 is now well on
its way with 95% of services
already installed, Phase 2 and 3
are also not too distant dreams in
the future with real benefits for
Hoedspruit town in the pipeline.
Phase 2 plans include further
bush and aero stands, retail and
commercial property, a 140 bed
Hotel, a 24 bed lodge, a proper
retirement village with frail care
facilities, a government high
school for Hoedspruit and a
solution to Hoedspruit’s water
